1.  Chairs Remarks 
Cathy introduced June Griffith our new President with a special thank you and welcome. 
Once again it has been a very busy year for all our volunteers, not sure how you all fit it in, I know I struggle. Luckily in Hertfordshire we have members that love what they do.  
This year we said goodbye to two hardworking committee members Lucy Prestedge and Florrie Jones, replacing them are Sally Whittle and Erin Wilkinson. Cathy introduced both to the audience. Florrie is still around helping us and hasn’t disappeared. 
This year we have 5181 members, 17 leagues and 113 clubs. 
Herts have run numerous successful tournaments this year with help from all the committee, the officiating staff and lots of volunteers.
England Netball have asked a lot from their volunteers this year, I hope they appreciate it as much as I do. 
In the East Region we have had to perform a Governance review and we are working well what that, thanks to Debbie, Chris and Becky advising me. 
This year the East region have launched long service award – 10 people have been nominated from Herts, this is a great achievement.

2. Apologies for Absence

3. Minutes and Matters arising from last AGM 2022
No matters arising from the last minutes.  Brian Worrell proposed to accept the minutes of the last AGM as a true record and Emily Drackford seconded.  All in favour.

4. Awards 1&2

5. Treasurer’s Report 
a)  Chris Beasley, HCN Treasurer, presented the 2022/23 accounts.  There is a surplus of £11,181 which includes £4090 which has been added to the NDO fund across the year.  This compares to last year’s surplus of £11,908.  Membership income is £28,019 compared to £29,149 last year. 
“Restricted funds” are donations and “Other Reserves” are Academy fund and NDO fund.  Academy fund stands at £15,097 and NDO fund stands at £104,207 – used to fund 1.5 extra days NDO working for Herts and also to be used in the event that EN & Sport England withdraw finance for the post.  Chris asked for any queries from the floor - Brian Worrell asked about reserves, he suggested the committee look at spending the reserves and suggested that the NDO looks at possible programmes.  Chris explained that reasons why this money is ring fenced, and in the case of the donations, the committee would need to get the OK from donors before spending any of this.  However our surplus is available to spend on any agreed projects.
Chris proposed to accept the accounts as a true record and Carole Titmuss seconded this, all in favour. 
b) County affiliation fee for 2023/24  -  HCNA proposed we keep the HCNA membership fees the same as last year at £6.50  adults, £7.40 aged 18 and under, £3.65 aged 14 and under, £2.70 aged 11 and under    –  seconded by June Griffith, all in favour.  It was noted that England Netball are raising their rates.
c)  Appointment of auditor – Chris proposed we continue to use Daniel Wolfson accountant – seconded by Jan Newton, all in favour.
Chris also gave some membership numbers to date :- number of clubs 135, total number of members 5564, number of schools 197.

7. Annual Reports from TSG leads 
Officiating: 
Anne-Marie Riddle explained to all that her report was in the booklet if anyone wanted to read it, but wanted to discuss and talk about the 3 S’s! She thanked lots of volunteers and explained without these we wouldn’t be able to accomplish what we have.  She thanked Umpire Assessors for all they do, Umpire Mentors - the Unsung heroes and the Superstars -League Officiating Leads.
Anne-Marie also congratulated both Sarah Small and Liz Kearns who as A award umpires, were appointed to umpire the U14 National Schools Finals in March this year.  Both received a bouquet of flowers in recognition of this achievement.


Coaching and Safeguarding: 
Carole Titmuss explained her coaching report was in the booklet, but reminded all and referred all to the England netball website and reminded everyone they can ask the county for funding for coaching courses.
Safeguarding –Carole  encouraged all clubs to get a Safeguarding officer, Carole has written a report on how clubs can get an officer. 
Performance: 
Emily Drackford explained the success of the season at performance, both age groups have had 20 within their squads but she is looking to increase this next season. 
Both age groups have competed well and tournaments U13 coming 1st and 2nd and U15 coming 2nd overall. It has been lovely seeing the athletes replicate what they have been taught on court. 
Last season over 150 athletes trialled and 40 were successful. Over 85% of the previous year made it on the England Netball pathway to franchises. 
Work has started for next seasons trials, and information will be out shortly regarding this information.

8. Election of Officers 
There has been a change to election of officers due to the current structure meaning that 6 officer’s  terms would come to an end at the same time. This year there are no officers to be elected/re-elected. 
9. Proposed Amendments to HCNA constitution 
Chris proposed an amendment to the constitution – add 5.5  “Elected members should ideally not serve more than nine continuous years in one or more positions with the exception that this can be extended if no suitable replacement is found”.
Yvonne Adshead and June Griffith both seconded the proposal and all were in favour.
Also the committee propose to extend the renewal period by one year for the following positions – Performance Lead, Young People & Competition Lead and Officiating Lead.  They will then renew in 2026.  This is to avoid 6 committee positions’ terms of office expiring at the same time.  3 positions, County Secretary, Vice Chair & Treasurer will expire in 2025.  The remaining 2 positions – Chair & Coaching Lead renew in 2024.  All were in favour.
