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EUROPE NETBALL ‘B’ UMPIRING AWARD
When can I step up to the B Award? 

We would recommend that you firstly build on the development areas highlighted on the C Award LARF. There is no timeframe as to when you need to progress up towards the B Award. It comes down to when you feel confident that you are implementing the development areas consistently and correctly. Next, talk to your League Officiating Lead who will arrange with your League’s Support Lead (an experienced Assessor and Mentor at this Award level), to observe you umpiring and advise you on your next step.
How do I apply for a course?

Go to the England Netball Officiaiting website and complete an expression of interest form for the B Award online course. Please note: B online courses are usually held annually across all the Regions.

England Netball will contact you with the specific dates for the East Region.

The course consists of 2 x 90 mins online sessions. Once these are completed there is a 2 hour practical session held within the Region. 

Please note:- you can attend any online course from another Region, but be mindful that you will have to travel to the practical session
What comes after the course?

The Hertfordshire Officials Technical Group (OTG) will contact you to discuss when you want to apply for the B/A written assessment . To help to prepare for this you can attend online practice sessions and access written papers from EN website. Please note: you have 2 years from attending the practical session to apply for your written assessment.
 How do I prepare for the practical assessment?

Having successfully passed the written assessment, the OTG will appoint a mentor who will support you on your journey to the B award practical assessment.  Please note: you have 2 years from passing the written to apply for your practical assessment.
What are the expectations and commitments when stepping up onto the B pathway?

a) Travelling outside of your County to umpire Regional League.

b) Umpiring at Herts County League. 

c) County Schools (Sept/Oct), Regional Schools (Jan), Regional Clubs, Mavericks training U17 (mid -week).
The OTG will support you on your pathway to the Europe Netball’s B Award.
