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EUROPE NETBALL  ‘C’ UMPIRING AWARD
When can I step up to the ‘C’ Award?
Having successfully passed the England Netball Into Officiating Award (IOA), your assessor will provide you with specific feedback as to the timescale for application for the C award online course. This feedback will take into account your confidence, consistency and correct application of the rules. Please be guided by your assessor.
How do I apply?

Go to the England Netball website England Netball | C Award Umpire Course and search for C Award online courses. Select the course dates which are convenient to you.

The course consists of 2 x 90 min online sessions ONLY. There is NO practical session for this Award. You now have 2 years from completing the second online session to taking your C written assessment. 
Whilst booking your course you will have access to book your C Award online written assessment. 

Your C Award online written assessment is 30 minutes long and has 2 sections to complete. On the website there are practice papers. You will receive your result directly from Europe Netball. Please note: following a Pass you will have 2 years to apply for your practical assessment.
What happens after I have passed the written assessment?
Speak with your League Officiating Lead who will observe you umpiring. Depending on the outcome of your observation your League Lead will contact the County Lead Mentor who will email a mentor application form to you. Please note: a mentor will only be appointed following the recommendation of your League Officiating Lead and availability of a mentor. No mentor will be appointed if you are not ready.

How long before I can apply to take my practical assessment?

Please be guided by your Mentor who will advise and support you on your journey.
